


JBL On Stage™: IlIP Important Safety Instructions

Please read the following precautions before use:

Read these instructions, heed all warnings, and keep for future reference.

Do not use this apparatus near water.

Clean only with dry cloth.

Do not block any ventilation openings; a minimum distance of 1omm around the entire apparatus is
required for sufficient ventilation.

No naked flame sources such as lighted candles should be placed on or near apparatus.

Attention should be drawn to the environmental aspects of battery disposal.

Apparatus is to be used in moderate climates only.

Do not install near any heat sources such as radiators, heat registers, stoves or other apparatuses
(including amplifiers) that produce heat.

Do not defeat the safety purpose of the polarized or grounding-type plug. A polarizing plug has two
blades with one wider than the other. A grounding-type plug has two blades and a third grounding
prong. The wide blade or third prong is provided for safety. If the provided plug does not fit into your
outlet, consult an electrician for replacement of the obsolete outlet.

Protect the power cord from being walked on or pinched, particularly at the plugs and convenience
receptacles, and at the point where they exit from the apparatus.

Only use attachments/accessories specified by the manufacturer.

Unplug this apparatus during lightning storms or when unused for long periods of time.

Refer all servicing to qualified service personnel. Servicing is required when the apparatus has been
damaged in any way, such as power-supply cord or plug is damaged, liquid has been spilled or
objects have fallen into the apparatus, or the apparatus has been exposed to rain or moisture, does
not operate normally, or has been dropped.

To be completely disconnected from the power input, the main plug of AC/DC adaptor shall be
disconnected from the main.

The main plug of AC/DC adaptor should not be obstructed OR should be easily accessed during
intended use.

The marking information is located at the bottom of apparatus.

Battery shall not be exposed to excessive heat such as sunshine, fire or the like.

The apparatus and AC/DC adaptor shall not be exposed to dripping or splashing and that no objects
filled with liquids, such as vases, shall be placed on apparatus and AC/DC adaptor.

Symptom

Possible Problem

Ensure that the power supply is connected to a live
power source and properly connected to the |BL

On Stage I1IP. Note: When the |BL On Stage IIIP is
powered, a green power LED on the |BL On Stage IIIP
should light up.

No volume or low volume

Touch the volume “Up” (+) pad on the volume control
to unmute and/or increase the system volume level.

Note: Touching the volume “Down” (-) pad lowers
the system volume. Touching both the (+) and (-)
volume control pads at the same time will mute the
system.

Input source volume is low

Increase the volume level on the audio source device.

Low or drained batteries

Replace the batteries.

iPod is paused

Press the Play button on the iPod or remote control.
